near normal to 3°F
below normal

® upstate NY
® northern New England
® parts of PA

® coastal areas from
northern NJ to MA

July Precipitation

July 1-26: from 259, of
normal to more than
2009% of normal

Wettest areas:
® southern WV
e central PA & NY
® southeastern NJ

Driest areas:

® coastal areas from
northern NJ to ME

® northern NY
s southern VT
