�  Several waterways 

reached record or near 
record water levels 

From 25% below normal to 
near normal

�  Significant flash flooding 
�  Estimated 1,000+ homes 

severely damaged or 
destroyed  

�  Likely the state’s 3rd 
deadliest flooding event

39% of  region abnormally dry 
1% in moderate drought 

65% of  the region in either D0 or D1: 
53% of  region abnormally dry
