Late October:

65% of  the region in either D0 or D1: 
53% of  region abnormally dry 

12% in moderate drought 
 

November 22 

Late September: 
 

40% of  the region in moderate, 
severe, or extreme drought 

September 1 

October 27 

Conditions deteriorated in some of  the driest areas, but 
improved in a few other areas.
